Ajam, Ajam Sup, Pehallana, Hormaza, Interminable, Yera and Yera 2 ravines.

Arriving at Vega de Pas we turn right to Puerto de Estacas de Trueba on the CA631. We will pass Yera and at km
13 a very sharp left turn, here comes a track to the cabins of Hormaza, we park the access car.

The return car will have been left at the north entrance of the tunnel "La Engafia" which we reach by turning off at
km 5 on the road down to the old railroad station and continuing along the track.
