Summary: (machine translated)
16 km long great canyon, usually completed as a 2-day tour. A few rappels in the central and narrower part of the 
canyon, otherwise long marches in relatively open terrain.
Hydrology:

Access: (machine translated)
First head for the canyon exit of the Saklikent Gorge. Park your car here for the exit. If you don't want to pay a 
parking fee, park your car south of the river.
Take the second car and drive 700 m (calculated from the road bridge at the canyon exit) in the direction of 
Palamut, Kalkan (SW). Then we turn left onto a paved road, which leads us up the canyon in many serpentines on 
the orographic left side. After about 10.7 km we pass some houses (clear view to the east). 150 m further on, a 
dirt road branches off to the left. We continue on our little road and after a further 670 m take the track to the left 
at a fork. The next fork awaits us approx. 950 m further on. We stay left again and pass a few houses. 2750m 
after this last fork, we come to another fork in the track. The total distance from the start of the track in the valley 
to here is around 15.2 km.
Here we have to decide whether we want to enter at the start of the canyon or continue down the canyon from or 
next to a road bridge into the canyon. If we want to avoid the upper parts of the canyon like the majority of hikers, 
we continue to the left and after 2.6 km reach the bridge over the canyon. Incidentally, you can also get here on 
the orographic right-hand side of the gorge via Arsaköy - or rather, past it to the north and largely on tarred roads. 
We park our car here for this access B.
However, if we want to enter at the start of the gorge, we turn right onto a dirt road that leads to the hamlet of 
Camliova and the road to Sütlegen. After 3.6 km, we come to a tree-free firebreak in a right-hand bend, which 
descends to the left (north) to the open gravel bed of the Karaçay Dere. We park our car here for this access A.

Approach: (machine translated)
At access B from orographic. right next to the bridge into the river.
At access A down the tree-free aisle to the river and there left to the beginning of the gorge.



Tour: (machine translated)
The first section of the gorge up to access B can be seen on the video and the corresponding photos. The last 
section of the gorge is very narrow. The long part in between probably has the character of a hiking canyon, but 
has not yet been climbed by the author.

1st landing;
Length: 36.79 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: Bridge railing
Features;
- The station can be installed on the bridge railing near the left wall of the canyon and provides a comfortable 
descent by ensuring foot contact with the wall of the canyon.
- A rope guard must be installed to prevent the concrete section of the bridge from cutting the rope.
- The descent has a constant positive and negative gradient as the wall is very jagged.
- The landing is on clayey and stony ground of various sizes.

2nd landing;
Length: 13.76 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 piece of bolt
Characteristics;
- The station is located on the left wall of the canyon.
- The descent has a positive gradient.
- You enter the waterfall in the middle of the descent.
- The landing is in shallow water.

3rd landing;
Length: 9.23 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 piece of pin
Characteristics;
- The station is located on the left wall of the canyon.
- The first meters of the descent are positive, then negative, and after the descent from the negative part to the 
balcony, it has a positive slope.
- The landing is in shallow water.

4th landing;
Length: 29.37 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 piece of pin
Characteristics;
- The station is located on the left wall of the canyon.
- It is the first descent of the cave section.
- Be sure to leave a guide rope on this descent, as the canyon may be closed due to falling rocks in the cave 
section and you may have to come back.
- Be sure to switch on your headlamp before landing.
- Upon entering the ropes, the side of the rock you are standing on is empty and water is flowing through the gap.
- The descent is through the waterfall.
- The descent has a positive gradient.
- The landing is on the balcony.
- The balcony is narrow, muddy and quite slippery.
- A maximum of 4 athletes can stand on the balcony.

5th landing;
Length: 17.49 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 bolt
Characteristics;
- The station is located on the left wall of the canyon.
- It is the second descent of the cave section.
- Be sure to leave a guide rope on this descent, as the canyon may be closed due to falling rocks in the cave 
section and you may have to come back.
- The descent has a positive slope for the first few meters, then a negative slope and a positive slope at the exit.
- There is a waterfall on the left-hand side of the descent.
- The landing is in shallow water.

6th landing;
Length: 6.44 m.
Station: Natural
Structure: Protocol
Features;
- A waterfall flows on the right side of the descent.
- This is the third and final descent of the cave section.
- Be sure to leave a guide rope on this descent, as the canyon may be closed due to falling rocks in the cave 
section and you may have to come back.
- The landing is in deep water.
- The descent can also be made by jumping.
- After the 6th descent, the horizontal cave begins.
- After the horizontal cave, the canyon takes on the shape of a valley and is an area suitable for canyons.
- After the 6th descent, the canyon is valley-shaped and can be reached over and under huge rocks.
- Caution is advised in the valley, which is suitable for access by wild animals.

7th landing;

- As the station is underground, the empty hand rule must be followed.
- The first few meters of the descent have a positive slope, the rest has a negative slope.
- The landing point is rocky and varies in size.

- The station is located on the left wall of the canyon.
- The first meters of the descent have a positive slope, the rest has a negative slope and the exit has a positive 
slope.

- The first meters of the descent have a positive slope and the rest has a negative slope.
- The descent has a positive slope.
- The landing is in shallow water.

11. landing;

- The station is located on the right wall of the canyon.
- The descent has a positive gradient.
- A waterfall flows on the right side of the descent.
- The landing is in deep water.

12th landing;

- Half of the descent has a positive slope, the rest has a negative slope.
- The landing is in shallow water.

- The station is located in a rock next to the right wall of the canyon.
- The first meters of the descent are positive, the rest negative and the last ones
The landing is in shallow water.

15th landing;
Length: 3.96 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 piece of pin
Characteristics;
- Landing in shallow water.
- The dark zone begins after the 15th descent.
- After the dark zone, the canyon takes the shape of a valley.
- It is reached by going over and under huge rocks in the shape of a valley.
- The canyon then leaves the valley shape and runs as a river walk until the next descent.

16th landing;
Length: 5.90 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 piece of bolt
Characteristics;
- Landing in shallow water.

17.landing;
Length: 5.30 m.
Station: Artificial
Material: 1 piece of pin
Characteristics;
- Half of the descent has a positive slope, the rest has a negative slope.
- The landing is in deep water.

* The trailing descent (length of descent x 2) and the rope allowance (2 m each) for the belayed athlete are 
calculated and used for the descents;
- The shortest rope is 11.92 m long.
- The longest rope is 77.58 m long.

* The entrance to the canyon is before the first descent. As there is only a short distance between the entrance to 
the canyon and the first descent, start the descent from the bridge.
* If there are no problems, the canyon can be done with one night of camping by moving quickly with a team of 4 
people.
* The first parts of the canyon are a river walk and the wall height is not high.
* The factor that makes even the easiest movement in the canyon difficult is the swamp.
* In some places it sinks to waist height.
* From the moment you enter the bottom of the canyon, you must continue through the swamp and the traps it 
creates until you reach the exit.
* Don't skip it just because it's soft here. Because there may be rocks directly below the swamp appearance. As 
you descend with one step, you may step on a muddy surface with a rocky bottom with the other step.
* Be careful with each step to avoid foot fractures or sprains.
* Horizontal and vertical localized fractures are slippery layers. These are the cracks and crevices you will see on 
the walls in the canyon. These points can shift, especially in wet conditions and light vibrations.
* You can see these cracks in many parts of the canyon.
* There are huge rocks between the walls of the canyon.
* The canyon has wind corridors, especially from the first part onwards.
* A beautiful waterfall flows in the cave.
* After the 6th descent, the canyon takes the form of a narrow channel and you have to walk through the 
waterfalls and swim in water that is more than high in places.
* The mud in the canal after the 6th descent is quite difficult for the athletes.
* After leaving the cave after the 6th descent, the first valley form begins.
* After the 6th descent, you can exit the canyon by bypassing a point in the valley form. After entering the valley 
after the 6th descent and after about an hour of walking with 4 people, the exit is located where the top of the 
right wall of the canyon has the shape of an arch. If you look at this slope from below, the right side is a steep 
slope. First you go up from there, where the water has shaped the marble and makes it look like a step. Then you 
reach the most difficult steep climb through the trees. Once you have conquered this difficult ascent, you will find 
the goat path and leave the canyon. There are fields behind the hill and it is very close to the village.

* After the 15th descent, the second valley form begins and there is a landslide area, so be careful.
* Since the anchors at the stations were destroyed by floods and rocks and there was no previous technical report 
on the canyon, natural stations were favored as much as possible to use the 25 anchors next to us sparingly.
* Canyon anchoring will be done in the future.
* For accommodation before and/or after the canyon pass, you can choose the tree houses, bungalow houses or 
tent areas at the Saklıkent Gorge Club in the Saklıkent National Park facilities.
* One of the places where you can eat after the canyon is Saklıkent Gorge Club, which is located in Saklıkent 
National Park facilities at the exit of the canyon.

* The closest settlement to the canyon entrance is Antalya Kaş Çamlıköy, and the closest settlement to the 
canyon exit is the border between Antalya and Muğla, Saklıkent National Park facilities.
* The closest health facility to the canyon is Muğla Seydikemer.
* If you experience a vehicle malfunction, Muğla Seydikemer is the closest auto industry to the canyon.
* The last place to do your canyon shopping is Muğla Seydikemer.
* Do not go canyoning without your bolt set.
* Please note that the canyon structures are variable.
* Check the weather forecast until the last moment.
* If the team leader determines that there are risks at the canyon entrance due to sudden developments or risks 
that he cannot take due to nature or the athletes, he must cancel the event.
