From the parking lot, follow the road up to the right in front of the church and follow the path until you reach the 
road. Continue to the right here. After approx. 100 m, follow the path uphill to the left until you reach the road 
again.

Absolutely rainy tour, almost always possible, whether heavy rain or melting snow.
Sequence of rappels up to max. 30 m. Some of the stands were a bit wobbly (as of 2021) and some of the trees 
with slings were questionable.
