We are located in Benferri, on the A7 exit 545 (Orihuela/Benferri).

Take the CV870 (La Matanza) or the CV930 to Orihuela. Soon we turn off on the CV868 to La Matanza. At pk 4 we
leave on the right the detour to La Matanza and 20m later we have the detour to the left to El Valle/vallecito (Los
Yagues detour). We take this small road that passes under the highway and after a few meters we have a pond on
our left and a place to park.

We will continue walking towards the next pond from where a PR starts that zigzags us up to the top of the
mountain range. Once up the path forks, we will take to the right towards the head of our ravine. Just when the
pines are running out on our right we will leave the path to go into the riverbed.

From here it is a vertical and
vertiginous descent.
