The path first goes NNO 
for about 200m, then we turn right at the first fork, reaching the bridge over Pogallo (entry).

3 rappels, lots of swimming, some slides and jumps. Caution: a longer toboggan cannot be slid down. The water 
drainage is overcome on the right-hand side.
Return: (machine translated)
At the confluence with the Rio Grande (from the right), we climb up the latter - orographic. right bank - until we 
can get off on a path. Now we go back to Cicogna, where we can cut the road turns on a mule path.\n\nIf there is 
too much water in the Rio Grande for an ascent, turn downstream and then get off about 200m further down.
