Summary: (machine translated)
Canyon in the center of the island near Curral das Freiras, in the middle of a beautiful mountain landscape, also
suitable for beginners.

Hydrology: (machine translated)
The catchment area extends up to the highest mountains (Pico Arieiro, Pico Cidrao). Be sure to check the weather
there too (webcam etc), the flood marks in this seemingly harmless stream are frightening.

Access: (machine translated)
From Funchal, follow the ER107 to Curral das Freiras. Immediately after the long tunnel, turn right up to the
parking entry (picnic area) and park at the roadside.

Approach: (machine translated)

The access first follows a forest road slightly uphill (there is a small construction company on the right). Then
follow the track downhill and always straight ahead, the track becomes narrower and becomes a path, follow this
downhill until you reach a levada, which is initially covered by concrete slabs. Now continue to the right, a little
later over a narrow green bridge and continue to follow the levada until you reach the stream.

Tour: (machine translated)

Some low abseiling points and a nice slide. Be careful, there were several sprained feet on this slide in the 2023
season!

Return: (machine translated)
The canyoning tour exits shortly before the ER107 road. Here turn right up over the boulder field.

Alternatively, after the bridge, take the forest path on the left bank, but there is another anchor in the area of the
bridge.

"playground" (final abseil) due to warnings from local guides. There have probably been several accidents
recently, as the pool is no longer as deep and the water now runs down the slide differently. Earth slides have also
