Acceso: (traducción alternativa)
On the SP1 towards Feltre, near the village of Gus, turn left towards Carve and follow the road to the small village 
where you turn right towards Valmaor.  In Valmaor, turn left towards the sports field. You can park your car here. 
If you want to drive to the upper parking lot, stay right at the junction to the sports field (Venastadio) and follow 
the narrow road into the valley. First on asphalt, then on a sand road until you can park at an old charcoal pile 
with an information board.
Acceso: (traducción alternativa)
Follow the sand road to a ford over the main stream, then descend in the gravel bed for about 10 minutes until 
you reach the entrance weir to the first gorge.
Recorrido: (traducción alternativa)
Rappel 12m from the chain anchor on the right, then small slides and jumps in a beautifully banked gorge. When 
the gorge opens up, continue for about 10 minutes in the open gravel bed before another dam indicates the start 
of the second gorge. Either jump 8m from the dam or downclimb a little from the left and jump from there or 
rappel from the chain anchor. Then downclimb and jump into the mini gorge, which is only cut a little deeper later 
(footbridge over the gorge).
Regreso: (traducción alternativa)
After the gorge, hike for about 5 minutes through the streambed to the sports field. Here you can continue into 
the large Val Maor canyon.
